
The Newfoundland Club Water Trials 
The fee for the first entry is £5.00 with all subsequent entries £3.00, these are per dog.  Cheques payable to THE NEWFOUNDLAND CLUB 
 

Each dog may enter only one of the 5 water events, plus one of the 2 obedience classes, plus both the Working carts and Decorated Carts 
Puppy swim is open to any puppy up to 12 months. Veteran swim is open to any dog over 7 years.  Beginners water is for any dog who has not passed level B water test and is over 6 months. Dogs 
over 9 months and not exceeding 18 months which might have passed B water test can enter Beginners Water Trial. Advanced water is open to all over 18 months. Non-competitive swim is open 
to any dog.  Working carts is open to any dog over 12 months. Decorated carts cannot be pulled by any dog under 12 months.  Obedience Novice is open to any dog over 6 months who has not 
been placed in any obedience competition (including Water Trials, not including Good Citizens), Obedience Open is open to all over 6 months.  Note: These ages apply to the date of the Trials.

DOGS MUST BE UNDER CONTROL and any owner or handler in charge 
of a dog which behaves in a manner injurious to other dogs, their handlers or any other person will be requested to leave the event and the 
Committee of the Newfoundland Club reserves to itself the right to refuse entry to the dog and/or owner or handler in question at future Club 
events.
